In the Gospel of Luke, Jesus tells the story of 10 people, lepers, who call out to Jesus for healing.
Jesus hears their cries, takes pity on them, and then instructs all 10 to go and show themselves to

the priest, to show that they are healed, and may be restored to the community and their families.
The instructions are pretty clear: go...and show.

But there is | person who disobeys Jesus-
He turns around, and runs back, praising God and falling down at Jesus’ feet.

This man intentionally interrupts his life, intentionally disobeys Jesus, intentionally puts off regaining his reunion with his
family...in order to thank and praise God.

We have learned to say please and thank you, and it is one of the early things we teach our children. And we need to do it,
even in difficult or stressful times.

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Collierstown Presbyterian Church
Prepares for Its Annual Church Dinner

As the warm days of summer have become the crisp days of autumn the members and friends of

the Collierstown Presbyterian Church have shifted their focus to November and the return of
the “Annual Church Dinner.”

This year’s Annual Church Dinner marks the 100" Anniversary of the event that began in 1925. The CPC family will open
its doors on Saturday, November | and warmly welcome the community, new residents living in the area, and strangers
who may be passing by. ALL ARE INVITED to come inside and enjoy a hot meal and share in the hospitality and fellowship
offered by the church’s members and friends.

On Saturday, November |, meals will be served continuously from |1:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. The day’s menu will feature
choices of country ham, fried oysters, and roast turkey with all the trimmings. The meat entrée will be accompanied by the
diner’s choice of sweet or mashed potatoes and greens beans along with hot turkey gravy, coleslaw, applesauce, pickles,
homemade bread, and a choice of beverages. The finishing touch is the selection of dessert from an assortment of
homemade cakes. The same meals available to “dine in” patrons will be available as take out dinners for those that cannot
come to the church to eat. A team of church members will be assembling and packaging meals for pick up. Take-out
dinners can be ordered by calling the church’s phone number (540-463-5918) beginning at 12:00 noon and continuing until
6:00 p.m.

Unique to the Annual Church Dinner, is the Bazaar located in the “red building” on the church grounds. The Bazaar
building will be filled with items for sale like homemade baked goods (breads, rolls, pies, cakes, cookies), jars of fresh soups,
handcrafted items (woodwork, knitted and crocheted goods, holiday decorations), jewelry, apples, garden produce, and
apple butter. Proceeds from the Bazaar will be donated to the Fellowship of Christian Athletes of Rockbridge County.

The Annual Church Dinner is sponsored by the Presbyterian Women but is a total church effort with CPC men, women,
youth, and children working together. Proceeds from the dinner are used to fund mission projects locally and abroad.

The idea for the annual dinner began in 1924 with a dream held by three Presbyterian Women, Rosa Deacon Goodbar,
Virginia Potter Knick, and Ethel Montgomery Thomas. They believed hospitality is a Biblical command whose purpose is to
minister to others. Their work and planning became a reality with the first dinner known then as the Chrysanthemum Show
and Dinner being held on November 5 and 6, 1925. The event was held at the Collierstown Graded School, the present
site of the Collierstown Baptist Church. It was known as a Chrysanthemum Show and Dinner because it included a
“Flower Room” for patrons to enjoy. On display were blooming chrysanthemums grown by the church’s women. The
Rockbridge County News described the event as “a delightful community affair” despite heavy rain on one of the two days.
It was also a financial success that enabled the church’s mission efforts to grow and extend to a larger area.

Since that first dinner one hundred years ago, changes have been made but the menu is much the same. More importantly,
the dream of extending hospitality and showing care and concern for others is the heart of the Annual Church Dinner
event. It is the experience of the Collierstown Presbyterian Church members that as hospitality is offered to guests and to
each other, it is the church family that is richly blessed. The CPC family invites all to be a part of the church’s hospitality on
November | and share in that blessing too.

In the Spring of 2023, Josie was the only youth at Mt. Carmel church. She was finishing her first year of Middle School, just
the time to start attending the Middle School Conference at Massanetta. We encouraged her to go. She said she would if
she could take a friend. We agreed that the church would send them all because it was a
church “tradition.” We found a church member who had attended Massanetta as a youth
herself who agreed to chaperone. Not unexpectedly, they had a blast. (see picture). The next
summer came around and the girls wanted to go again; this time one of the mothers
chaperoned. Again, they had a fabulous time. So this summer they attended again and a grant
from the Committee for Educational Resources made our efforts all the more sweet. The
theme of the 2025 Middle School Conference was “Take It Back Home.” On the drive home
from Massanetta, the girls decided they could lead a worship service at Mt. Carmel because
they had been given all they needed to know that they could. That worship service included
complete liturgy and sermon from their experience at camp that past week. We had energizers,
music, meaningful reflections and a worship in every sense of the word. What a touching
experience was shared from the heart of these two young women.

But that’s not the end of the story, though it would be enough. Two Sundays later, the friend
of our youth came up to me and asked if | would baptize her. Trying not to shout it from the
rooftop, | joyfully agreed. | found out later that her mother had never been baptized so she
decided that she would join with her daughter. (photo of baptism) At that same time, we had
two folks that wanted to transfer by letter and one had a daughter who wanted to join the
church as well. We scheduled mentors and confirmation classes and after meeting with the
Session, on Sunday October 5, World Communion Sunday we had two baptisms and three
others joined the church (picture of the five) followed by a celebration of the Lord’s Supper-.

So many parts came together for this joyous day to happen. The girls
trusting that the camp would be fun, the chaperones who were willing to
go (who said they were also inspired), Massanetta having a fabulous
youth program, the Presbytery’s funding of such a valuable asset, the
congregation who was willing to support and encourage young people to
be a spiritual force in the church. This is what the Church should be
about. Truly a working of the Holy Spirit among us.
